Concern/AlIegation — You suspect or witness abuse or someone discloses
information about a safeguarding concern or allegation.
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Emergency: Immediate - If a child or
adult is in immediate danger or requires

medical attention call the police and/or

social services immediately on 999
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Non-Emergency: Within 24 hours — Record
and report to the incumbent/PSO or group
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Share information and follow
advice of child / adult social care

and / or police.
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Record all actions — Consider the support needs of all those affected by allegations of abuse at all points in the
above stages — Remember the safety and welfare of any child or adult takes precedence over all other concerns
